The project “Russia’s North Pacific” has been established in 2017 by the German Historical Institute Moscow together with the chair of Russian/Asian studies of Munich’s Ludwig Maximilian’s University. For this project, which focuses on entanglements and disentanglements of Russia within the Asia-Pacific in past and present, the GHI Moscow is looking for a scientific coordinator.

Requirements:

She/he/diverse is required to have a good knowledge of Russian and English. Knowledge of German is of advantage. 
A good international network (particularly in Russia and the Pacific region) and experience in the management of international research projects are of advantage.
We require the willingness to frequent travelling, to personally participate in work meetings (generally in Munich) and in the project’s scientific events.
Tasks will include:

· pursuing an own research project that fits into the scope of the GHI’s project “Russia’s North Pacific” with the aim of a scientific monograph

· maintenance and expansion of the international project network

· organization of different scientific event formats

· supervision of the publication series “Russia and the Asia Pacific”; coordination of its editorial work

· maintenance and further development of the project’s website

· participation in the acquisition of third-party funding 
· writing project-specific reports
